 LEAVE OF ABSENCE: For any absence, a proper leave application (on A4 plain sheet) must be written by 

the parent to the Principal and submitted at the office. In case of sick leave, it should be supported by a 

medical certificate. Children will not be allowed to go home during the school hours unless it is an absolute 

emergency. You are requested not to make any social engagements or medical appointments during school 

hours. (There is no provision for half day leave for students.) 

KINDLY NOTE: 

 Parents /Guardians are not permitted to enter in the classroom to meet their child or to seek unscheduled 

meetings with the teachers during school hours, In special cases, parents may be allowed to meet the teacher 

with prior permission from the Principal. 

 Any communication that parents wish to make with the school should be made on A-4 sheet and must be 

addressed to the Principal. E-mail to the principal / the school email ID is the most preferred form of 

communication. 

  Parents are requested to visit the school website regularly for updates. 

 Please do not give mobile phones to your child. If any student is found carrying the same, it will be 

confiscated. If it is an absolute necessity to get mobiles to school, the same should be deposited in the school 

office in a labeled pouch at 8.00am and can be collected at 2pm. 

 In case of extreme emergency, only parents are allowed to pick their ward/wards from school or if 

circumstances do not permit those then close relatives may approach the reception with the duplicate ID card 

of the child (given by the school.) 

 Parents are requested not to send their wards to the school if they are ill or suffering from any contagious 

disease. 

 Students from class III onwards should be in school uniform even on their birthday. Casual wear is not 

permitted. 

 Any intended withdrawal of a student from the school must be communicated to the Principal in 

writing at least one calendar month (30 days) in advance; otherwise one month’s fees will be charged.
